Currently, the program offers 2 fields of study with a
number of electives. These electives range in
specialization from web design and development
authoring, sound design and engineering to 3-D
animation and effects compositing. Students may
seek an Associate in Arts Degree or pursue a more
rigorous and concentrated Certificate.
