In addition to Two Day Events, testing is available on a drop-in basis in the Assessment 

Center Lab.  Lab testing is on computer and is available most of the summer, Monday – 

Thursday from 8:30 a.m. until 4:30 p.m.  Students who test on a Monday or Tuesday will 

receive results on Wednesday.  Wednesday or Thursday testers receive results on Friday.  

If you test on a Tuesday or a Thursday, you will have next-day results.
