The CNA program is very popular, and the classes fill up several months before the semesters actually start.   
Seats in the CNA classes are filled each semester on a first-come, first-served basis; 45 students are admitted each fall and spring semester.
Application and acceptance requirements:

· Fill out and submit the CNA application to the Health Technologies Office.
· If you have not attended SBCC before, submit a college application to SBCC, either online at 

www.sbcc.edu/apply, OR in person in the Admissions Office in the Student Services Building.

· Social security card – a copy of a valid, government-issued social security card.

· Current CPR card for the Health Care Provider or Professional Rescuer (make absolutely certain that you sign up for the correct CPR!!) 
→You will find a list of area CPR providers on the CNA website:  http://www.sbcc.edu/nursing/cna/ 

→CPR certification is typically valid for two years.

· Physical exam on the SBCC-provided form, which includes:  
→Current MMR immunizations  (Measles (Rubeola), Mumps, and Rubella)
→TB (tuberculosis) skin test or proof of being free from active TB (chest x-ray only if skin test is positive).

→The physical exam and TB results are valid for one year.  If you do this too early, you may need to re-do
     it so that the date it is completed is no more than one year prior to starting the program.
